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Abstract

The development process of community laboratory area and mechanism for elderlies has
revealed that the situation of the 12 sub-districts with integrated health promotion for age groups
and environment sanitation has strengths and weaknesses and its success factors include (1) social
capital or existing community capital; (2) environment and community; (3) elderly participation;
and (4) creating organization innovation. Furthermore, community laboratory mechanism
comprises of participation network from public sector, local administration organization, private
sector and community sector. The format of the community laboratory for elderly support is a
social laboratory that reflects diversity and cooperation of community members, focuses on
collaborative thinking and designing and conducting activities.
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
