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Abstract

This study aims to experiment with the program to develop reading skills among early
childhood learners based on the Two-Generation approach and volunteer management as
created by the researchers. The sample group of this study consists of fifteen volunteer families
of those who took part in the program experiment and five stakeholders in the childhood
development center under the supervision of a local administrative organization. The data

analysis consists of a t-test dependent method.

The results of the use of an early childhood development program based on the Two-

Generation approach and volunteer management found that The result of parental knowledge



testing on volunteers reading skill development is that the average score after joining the

program is higher than before joining it at a .05 level of statistical significance level.
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
