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The expectation of the civil society among participants in the coming home project
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ABSTRACT
This study aimed to explore expectation of the civil society among participants in the coming
home project. Data were obtained through documentary review, in-depth interview, and focus group
discussion among organization leaders and committees of six cicil society organizations in southern

bordering provinces.

Findings showed that the civil society viewed the coming hope project as opportunity provision
for people having different opinions from that of the government and guerrilla to return home and solve

problems through peaceful means. They must make an appearance to concerned government officials
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and help each other to sustainably disintegrate the structure of guerrilla. Also, it was viewed that these
people were innocent but cheated to be a tool for violence making. The civil society expected in the
same direction that these people would join the project and return home of the multi-cultural society
peacefully and happily. It was hoped that they would have a better understanding about nature of
diversity and able to be a good citizen of the nation. Also, they would be able to participate in the
process of peace construction and support the preservation of violence making in southern bordering

provinces of Thailand.
