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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) Access to information sources and 2) Factors
influencing decision making in using information sources for academic writing of
undergraduate students at Princess of Naradhiwas University. The samples of this
research were 151 students, selected by using Stratified Random sampling, in their

second semester of the 2020 academic year. The independent variables were



gender, level of study, and faculty. The dependent variables were accessing and
deciding on the use of different types of information sources. The research
instruments used in this study was questionnaire in which the Cronbach‘s alpha
coefficient was 0.811. The data of this study was analyzed by using mean ( ),
percentage, and binary logistic regression.

The results showed that: 1) Students had the most access to internet
information sources using search engines (69.5%), students had the perception and
access to internet information sources with accessibility to information sources at a
high level (X =4.41, S.D.=0.715), easy access to information sources at a high level
(§:4.32, S.D.=0.727), and students made the most decisions to use internet
sources (84.1%). 2) The influence from four faculties on the decision making in using
personal, institute, and mass communication information sources were statistically
significance at (p = 0.01), (p = 0.01 and p = 0.05), and (p = 0.01) respectively.
However, factors that influenced decision making in using internet information
sources were not found.
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
