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Abstract

This study aims to examine the export situation and factors influencing exports of countries in
the ASEAN Economic Community. Using secondary time series data from 2004 to 2023, multiple
regression analysis was employed. The findings indicate that exports of ASEAN countries had increased
continuously. Thailand had the highest export value, followed by Malaysia, Vietnam, and Singapore,
respectively. Factors influencing exports in ASEAN countries include population and inflation rate for
Thailand; per capita GDP for Malaysia; no significant factor for Singapore; and foreign direct investment
for Vietnam, both statistically significant at the 0.05 level.
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
