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Abstract

This study aims to examine the influence of artificial intellicence application, attitude toward
behavior, subjective norm, and perceived behavioral control on entrepreneurial intention among
undergraduate students in Songkhla Province by applying the Theory of Planned Behavior proposed
by Ajzen (1991). The research employed a quantitative approach, using a questionnaire as the data
collection instrument administered to 400 undergraduate students enrolled in higher education

institutions in Songkhla Province. The data were analyzed using descriptive and inferential statistics.
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The results indicate that artificial intelligence application, attitude toward behavior, subjective norm,
and perceived behavioral control significantly influence entrepreneurial intention among
undergraduate students in Songkhla Province. These findings suggest that integrating the Theory of
Planned Behavior with artificial intelligence application provides an appropriate framework for

explaining entrepreneurial intention among undergraduate students.
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
