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1. Expressing Opinions and Preferences: Structuring Arguments and Practicing

Persuasive Speech

Adding structured frameworks or sentence starters could benefit students learning
how to articulate their opinions persuasively. Many students may find it challenging
to provide clear, organized opinions. Focusing on argument structures and persuasive
language techniques—Ilike using evidence, counterarguments, and summarizing

effectively—would strengthen this area.

Introduce mini-debates or discussion prompts that encourage students to practice
expressing their opinions while adhering to a structured outline. This could make
their arguments more compelling and enable them to gain confidence in structuring

persuasive points.

2. Listening to News and Announcements

While this is a practical and necessary skill, comprehension can be challenging due

to varied accents, pacing, and terminology in news broadcasts.

Supplement news listening exercises with activities like filling in missing words,
summarizing key points, or discussing cultural references. Additionally, incorporating
slower-paced beginner audio or video news segments could help students build

their listening skills progressively.
